Football
The lootball season came to a disappointing end when 
the Friars lost to DeLaSalle 10-3 in the city cham­
pionship playoffs. Pre-season ratings had suggested 
that the team was tops in the state. However, due to 
injuries and a dose of bad luck, the team finished with 
a 6-4 record. Fenwick started as it should with a 20-0 
victory over St. Viator. The defeat of Wisconsin’s 
state champs, Madison East, in a 3-0 overtime and St. 
Francis deSales 36-0, left the team with the feeling 
that it was unbeatable. The crowd that turned out at 
the St. Laurence game was huge, but Fenwick’s side 
was disappointed as the Vikings won 17-6. Homecom­
ing brought the Loyola Ramblers to Oak Park stadi­
um. The Friars dominated the game but lost 21-19. 
The next week Fenwick defeated State 6-A Champs, 
Gordon Tech, 14-7 providing the only blemish on their 
season. After an injury put Tom Novak out for the 
season. Buddy O'Brien came in to lead the team to 
victory over Weber. The Friars encountered their 
worst luck of the season in the St. Rita game. On the 
first play the Fenwick defense relaxed when they 
thought they heard the referee's whistle. The Mus­
tang's running back took the advantage and scam­
pered into the end zone for a touchdown. This play 
proved to be the pivotal point of the season, and the 
17-6 defeat eliminated Fenwick from the state play­
offs. The Friars came back to romp Mendel 22-0, but 
the defeat by DeLaSalle eliminated the team from 
city competition. Fenwick placed seven players on the 
All Catholic League team: tight end Bob Durkin, 
lineman Jim Prah, lineman Paul Miller, defensive 
back Dom Merlina, runningback Rich Bonaccorsi, 
punter John Lynch, and lineman Bill George. George 
was also named to the All-State team. These honors 
and the victories over Gordon Tech and St. Viator 
provided brightspots for the 1980 season.

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Swimming
Tri-captains Paul Jenkins, Mike Connelly and Ken Koop 
led the young Friars swimmers to a 10-4 season on the 
varsity level and a perfect 10-0 season for the Frosh-Soph 
team. The season had a great start as the tankers took a 6-0 
record in the Christmas break. In the final meet before the 
rigorous Christmas training, the team defeated state power­
house Evanston in a dual meet by fifteen points. Other 
teams that fell to the swimmers in the first half of the 
season were Thornwood, Kankakee Eastridege, St. Laur­
ence and Leo. In the sixteen team Hinsdale South College 
events, Fenwick finished third behind state champion Hins­
dale Central and runner-up, St. Charles. Injuries and illness 
plagued the Friars in the final half of the season. Following 
Fenwick’s defeat by Loyola, a victory over Mt. Carmel 
seemed to set the team back on track, but Stagg and St. 
Charles defeat the team. A victory over St. Patrick pre­
pared the team for Oak Park; however, a disputed call by 
the referee and a touch-out in the final event left the Friars 
one point behind when the final score was tallied.

The Catholic League meet resulted in second place finishes 
for both the varsity and Frosh-Soph, edged by Loyola and 
nipped by Brother Rice respectively. In the District Cham­
pionships, the Friars fell to the Oak Park Huskies by a 
narrow margin. Six individuals and both relays qualified for 
state competition. Tom Barron, Paul Jenkins and Joe 
Murphy all placed in their respective events. The relay 
team of Matt McGuire, Ken Koop, John Nogaj and Paul 
Jenkins qualified for All-American. Fenwick finished a 
respectable thirteenth in a state field that was the most 
evenly slated in years. This junior varsity, led by John 
Nogaj, were Freshmen state champions winning by wide 
margins over Hinsdale and St. Charles. The heart of the 
varsity returns since there are only three seniors; this makes 
the Friars look strong for next year.

Alter a summer of dedicated running, the Friars 
were ready for the season. Although the team of Matt 
Kipp, Brendan Kelly, Steve Zidek, Bill Kipp, Sol Balles­
teros, Jim Hasek and Tim Zidek failed to win a dual 
meet all season, they did place a respectable seventh in 
the tough Catholic League.
